Career Possibilities Soar at Pittsburgh International Airport

	Every year the Allegheny Intermediate Unit coordinates a selection of apprenticeships for high school students to sample real life careers and to be exposed to different disciplines.  Each student must submit an application and explain what he or she wishes to gain by participating in the apprenticeship.  One of the apprenticeships offered was engineering.  Each month, Reyman Branting of PSPE coordinates an opportunity for a group of eight students to visit and observe different job sites where various disciplines of engineering occur.


	On December 16, 2005, the Allegheny County Airport Authority and Paul Hoback hosted my group at the Pittsburgh International Airport. When we arrived, a general overview presentation was given to show all of the areas where engineering is used throughout the airport operations.  Our first stop on the tour of the airport was one of the electrical buildings.  Here Mr. Mike Adams showed us the machines controlling the runway lighting, taxiway lights, and the backup generator.  The generator is usually started when the weather is foggy or a storm is approaching to anticipate a power failure.  Then Mr. Dennis Pivik received permission to drive us on the airplane taxis and runways.  While we were driving on the taxis, we were able to see the deicing stations where planes are treated before their next flight. The runway safety area project was our next stop.  Here we saw construction to extend a runway to increase its landing safety margin.  


	Next, we visited the command center at the top of the Airside Terminal.  This was the central area where all information regarding airport safety was managed.  One section was for police, firefighters, maintenance crews, and the operation of the 300 cameras over the property.  Another section dealt with the weather and runway conditions.  Another section dealt with TSA security.  Nearby was the situation room where all leaders of the departments meet in case of an emergency.

“SHOULD YOU CARE ABOUT PENNSYLVANIA’S “NEW” SAFE FILL REGULATIONS ?”





Abstract: On February 2, 2002, the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection (“DEP”) proposed regulations that will impose a number of new, considerably more stringent, requirements on the use of “fill” materials in the Commonwealth, in many cases subjecting fill materials to regulation as “solid waste,” and in virtually all cases subjecting fill materials to onerous sampling and analysis requirements. These regulations are commonly known as the “Safe Fill” regulations, and they go far beyond the requirements imposed by most states and likely will have a “chilling” effect on construction and development activities in the Commonwealth.

The Pittsburgh Materials Technology Incorporated, PMTI for short, was kind enough to give us, the Allegheny Intermediate Unit Engineering Apprenticeship, an inside look at their “world unique facilities” located in the Jefferson Hills.   The Project Manager of the facility, Tim Delahanty, gave us an interesting and informative tour of the recently renovated Westinghouse facility.  PMTI was started in mid-1993, and has been a successful independent corporation for 13 years, specializing in the development, testing, and fabrication of metal alloys for clientele.   


We began our visit with a look at the newly installed PV/T Vacuum Aluminum Brazing (VAB) Furnace.  This custom furnace has the ability to superheat Aluminum in a vacuum chamber, and simultaneously cool it to ensure uniform distribution and quality.  This furnace is currently being used on projects involving electrical boards in helicopters, and the alloys manipulated in this furnace are used for heat exchange and distribution.


We were introduced to the newly developed process of Attriting, which is a joint project between PMTI and the University of California at Davis.  This new process involves using cryogenically processed Aluminum to produce super strong Aluminum plates and alloys.  The process begins with Aluminum powder, which is ground and milled in liquid Nitrogen, at temperatures below -200ºC.  Since the milling process is conducted in super cool temperatures, the orientation of the Aluminum atoms is disturbed, and as a result, a nano-like microstructure is formed in the Aluminum powder.  This nano-like structure can increase the strength of the Aluminum to over three times its initial strength.  Currently in development at PMTI are practical uses of this ultra strong Aluminum powder that will not cause the Aluminum to lose its strength.


After Tim explained to us the newly developed process of Attriting, we were taken into a large room containing an assortment of furnaces, milling machines, and other unique tools designed specifically for the work conducted at PMTI.  One such example is the DynaPak, which is a large machine that is used to transform the alloys or ingots without disrupting the chemical structure and orientation of the elements in the alloys.  If, for example, the metal was heated and then manipulated, it would lose the properties it had, since it would lose the orientation and structure that it originally contained.  To overcome this dilemma, the DynaPak heats the ingots only slightly, and with tremendous force, slams the ingot into a new shape in a fraction of a second, eliminating the problem of the loss of the inherent characteristics of the alloy.  At their open house, PMTI used a high speed camera to catch this process in action, and a video clip of the process in action can be viewed on their website (http://www.pittsburghmaterialstech.com).


One final project that is currently in development involves Lasers and the lasing facilities at PMTI.  PMTI’s Laser specialist, Daryl Lohr, explained how PMTI is in the process of labeling and marking nuclear rods, which are the long term fuel of nuclear reactors and nuclear power plants.  An ever growing problem in the nuclear field today is the identification of these nuclear rods, since it is crucial to know where and when the rods were constructed.  By embarking on this project, PMTI is helping to eliminate this problem by allowing nuclear rods to be identified and disposed of properly after use.

Courses meet one evening per week to complement the semiannual examinations administered in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  Starting this year, the classes will be held at the Gateway Engineers office at 1011 Alcon Street, Pittsburgh, PA  15220.  This office is located off of Greentree Road, just past Parkway Center Mall. A minimum enrollment of 8 students is required.  A tuition fee of $300 is charged for each course, payable to Pittsburgh Chapter, PSPE. The Spring 2006 Refresher Courses are now scheduled for 9 sessions beginning February 14, and running through Tuesday, April 11.  Each course provides 22 hours of instruction.  The deadline for course registration is February 10, 2006.  The PE Review class runs on Mondays and the EIT/FE class will be held on Tuesdays.  The first class for both courses, however, will be a combined class on engineering economics held on Tuesday, February 14. Both classes are scheduled from 6:30 PM to 9:00 PM. As part of NSPE’s reorganization, each state section will provide a member to serve in the NSPE House of Delegates for a two-year term.  NSPE has left it up to each section to determine how this delegate will be chosen.  PSPE’s nominating committee made the recommendation that PSPE’s Executive Committee select the delegate.  At January’s State Director’s Meeting, the Directors confirmed the selection of Past President Harve Hnatiuk to serve as the first delegate over the 2006-2008 term.  However, there was considerable debate on how to select future delegates.  Some members prefer an open nomination for this position so as to encourage participation by all state members. Presently, the Senate and House cannot reach agreement on this issue but they may reach a compromise by early February.  Please continue to follow this issue and let your voice be heard.

New, innovative devices using fuel-cell technology could help save trapped miners.  Fuel-cell technology could be modified to supply three or more days of air to trapped miners using a chemical reaction to release oxygen.  A recent study by Duke University showed that US engineering graduates are holding their own against  China and India.  When using equivalent criteria, the Duke team found that the United States graduates roughly the same number engineers as India, with only a third of the population. The researchers also found that the figure for China was skewed, though they were unable to pin down exact numbers. A basic technical education is not enough to create a superior engineer in the modern job market.  However, math and science education in US secondary schools is still insufficient.  Not requiring math for each of the four years of high school is a major contributing factor to the looming shortage of engineers, which, while not yet a crisis, threatens to undercut the United States' global leadership in development and innovation if unaddressed

was involved in since their beginning, 13 years ago.  One such project, for which PMTI is best known, is the Nuclear Engine for Rocket Vehicle Application (NERVA).  The project was a spin off of a Westinghouse venture whose purpose was to develop an engine that ran off of nuclear fuel at super high temperatures (2200ºC) and would use liquid hydrogen as a fuel.  Since the project encountered many challenges, it was a main cause and precedent for the high temperature and high stress projects currently in development at PMTI.


The learning experience at PMTI was a didactic one, and for those of us who had never visited a machining or industrial facility in Pittsburgh, it was a great chance to learn about the technology today, as well as the many job opportunities available in our area.

















Apprenticeship Program:
