“Incident at Morales” 

(2PDH Credits)
Moderated by Michel Sadaka, P.E.

This interactive session is centered around a National Institute for Engineering Ethics (NIEE) 35 minute video entitled “Incident at Morales” which presents a fictional case study in engineering ethics associated with designing and building a chemical plant.  Incident at Morales involves a variety of ethical issues faced by a company that wants to develop a new chemical product. In order to gain a competitive edge, they need build a plant quickly.

Potential technical and ethical issues arise from choices of design, including valves, piping, chemicals, etc. The process to develop the product is designed to be automated and controlled by computer software. The process also involves high temperatures and pressures and requires the use of chemicals that need special handling.  Because of environmental considerations related to the chemicals used in the process, the company decides to construct their plant in Mexico. Technical, environmental, financial and safety problems arise that involve ethical issues.

You’ll come away with a greater awareness of the importance of candor and trust in the profession and the knowledge that you don’t have to go it alone when making important decisions.  The principles of discussion apply to all branches of engineering.  The video highlights many forces that influence our decision making process and the pressures we face on a daily basis.  No advance preparation necessary.  This is an interesting and educational session with great value to anyone engaged in any capacity with the practice of engineering.

FE / PE Refresher Courses





The Pittsburgh Chapter sponsors a refresher course twice yearly for both the Engineer in Training (EIT/FE) and Professional Engineer (civil discipline) exams.  Courses meet one evening per week to complement the semiannual examinations administered in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.
