Engineering Apprenticeship “Round-up” Visit

At the “round-up” visit to the Pennsylvania Society of Professional Engineers building we first talked
about our visits. We decided on the most memorable visit, the least memorable, the favorite, the least favorite,
the most useful, the least useful, what we liked, and did the visits make you want to be an engineer or not. We
were in two groups and came to a consensus about the answers. The most memorable visit in my group was
the airport, and the maglev visit in the other. The favorite visit was the same as the most memorable for the
groups. The most useful was the University of Pittsburgh visit for the group | was in. Both groups liked the
variety of the visits, how there were many disciplines of engineering covered. Most of us also agreed that the
visits either made us want to be engineers more or had no affect because we wanted to be engineers in the
first place.

The next activity we did at the visit was riddles. The riddles were very tricky and it took awhile to get
some of them. The first riddle was what is full of holes yet holds water. This was answered pretty quickly, the
answer was a sponge. Another was how can you rearrange the words new door into one word. This was
obvious and | am sure many of us there kicked ourselves for missing it. It took about five minutes to answer
and the answer was to spell one word. Another tough riddle was what is special about the order of these
numbers, 8,5,4,9,1,7,6,10,3,2,0. This also took a long time; the answer was that they are in alphabetical
order.

After this Jennifer Nolan-Kremm, the Young Engineer of the Year, talked to us about engineering. She
started out not as an engineer, but as a physics major. She interned with Penn Dot working to repair and
replace roads. She also worked as an intern building bridges. She thought that this was fun watching the
process and directing the workers and got a job as a civil engineer building bridges. She thought that it would
be a lot of fun, but later decided that it was not as much fun as she thought. It turned out that she didn't like it
as much as she thought so she switched from bridge building and now works with hydraulics. She still works
with bridges, but now she works to make sure that a bridge will not affect the water flow in the event of heavy
rains and rising water. She makes sure that the bridge will not cause the flood to flood homes instead of
empty land.

Our next activity was to create a contraption out of a bunch of straws and tape to keep an egg safe from
afall. The two groups had very different designs. One group built a pyramid that the egg sat in the middle of
with the idea that when it fell it would land on the square bottom which would cushion the fall. The other group
built a contraption where the straws were vertically lined around the egg so that it would land on one of the
points formed by the straws cushioning the fall. This contraption did not work as well as intended and the egg
broke after being dropped from head height. The first contraption worked as intended surviving a fall from
head height and a fall from someone dropping it from head height standing on a chair. Unfortunately when it
was dropped from on top of a balcony it fell onto its side and the egg broke.

Atfter this we had lunch ending with ice cream for dessert. After dessert Mr. Branting presented us with a
certificate of our attendance of the apprenticeship. The visits from the very first introductory one to the final
round were a great experience that taught me a lot about the different fields of engineering. They were also
great fun as we did some fun activities, like building a bridge at the introduction, to other games we played at
visits.

This was the fourth year that our Mathcounts competition
was held at the Moon Campus of Robert Morris
University. Through the volunteer help and financial help
of this school of higher learning, our program has
continued to be successful and continued to grow. This
year, our 28" vyear of hosting the Mathcounts
competition, there were 24 schools each with a team of 4
students, and an additional 89 individual students from
these schools. This is a grand total of 185 students
participating this year at our Mathcounts competition.

Amanda Zu, and team members Charles Yuan, Nancy

Lu and Sue Kownacki. This was the “second time” for Thomas Jefferson Middle School as Chapter Champions.
They won the coveted Kedell Cup approximately 10 years ago.

The team went on to compete at the State Competition in Harrisburg, on March 19™. They did themselves and
the Chapter proud. The team finished second in the state, with a total of 25 schools participating.

In addition, team member Nancy Lu finished as the 9" highest ranking individual in the state. Quite an
accomplishment for a seventh grade student.

One of our other Chapter schools also went to the state competition as the “wild card” team. That was the team
representing Winchester Thurston School. This team level is chosen based on the scores of all schools that
participate across the state. The top two scoring second place teams are invited to also participate at the state
competition. This was a rebuilding year for coach Tom Perdziola from Winchester Thurston. They finished
eighth in the state, a very respectable showing.

Students Compete In Concrete-Canoe Races

The Philadelphia Inquirer (4/18, Carey) reports, "Concrete-canoe races and a student steel-bridge competition,"
both held in Cooper River Park over the weekend, "were main attractions of the Mid-Atlantic Student Conference
of the American Society of Civil Engineers, which was hosted by Drexel University and drew about 250
participants from 14 schools in Pennsylvania, Delaware, and Maryland." The article focuses on the canoe races,
describing several of the canoes produced by students. The performance aspect of the competition was altered
slightly because of harsh wind conditions, although "teams were also judged on the quality of the final product, a
technical paper, and oral presentation." The Inquirer notes, "When all phases of the contest were tallied, Pitt-
Johnstown, last year's winner, captured first again, followed by Navy, Drexel, Maryland, and Temple."
